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Thinking about the measure of things
Artist statement
You can find different units of measurement in everything that surrounds us: our sleep can be measured in hours, our diets in calories, our days in moments, our work experience in the amount of jobs that we’ve ever performed. Everything can be broken down into measurable elements, which life mixes and matches to create unique and diverse images.

The artworks exhibited are part of the on-going series titled “Thinking about the measure of things'', started during the lockdown of 2020. The works have at their core a unit of measurement of their own – a grid system which I apply by addition and subtraction, by up- and down-scaling, playing within its limits to create different compositions. The final image is not pre-planned, it simply occurs due to the use of the grid system. This mathematical process gives birth to an intuitive flow of continuously changing colours and elements that leads me, step by step, to the final result.
